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MOSCHOPOLITES IN HUNGARY

Abstract: The theme of the article is a part of the theme of my
PhD/dissertation, which studies the migration of Moschopolites (residents of
Moschopolis) from their homeland to Miskolc, a city in the modern North-
eastern Hungary'. Thematically and chronologically the dissertation placed right
at the point where the coordinates of space and time “found” in the territories
of Central and South-eastern Europe in the 18" century. The period, during
which the crown of the Habsburg monarchs, after a long series of struggle,
finally capitulates with the faltering Ottoman Empire, created new conditions in
the welfare of their subjects. In that point of view exactly we must seek and try
to interpret the presence of Moschopolites in the Balkans and Central Europe.

Rezumat: Tema acestui articol este parte a lucrarii mele de doctorat, in
care detaliez despre migratia moscopolitilor (rezidenti din Moscopole) din locul
lor de bastind catre Miskolc, un oras din nord-estul Ungariei. Tematic si
cronologic lucrarea este plasatd in Europa Centrala si de Sud-Est a secolului al
XVIII-lea. Aceastd perioadd, in care coroana monarhilor Habsburgi, dupa o
lungi serie de incercdri, reuseste sa se impuna impotriva Imperiului Otoman, a
creat noi conditii pentru supusii din acest cadru spatial. Prezenta moscopolitilor
in Balcani si in Europa Centrala trebuie interpretatd exact prin prisma acestor
evenimente.
