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Abstract: Data of the first large scale census undertaken in 1912 in
Romania showed that the overwhelming majority of population was living in
villages. From nineteenth century on, the rural area continues to be regarded as
the most backward part of the Romanian society and therefore was subject of
different programs of modernization, which took the form of agrarian reforms.
This article deals with the topic of agrarian reforms in the twentieth century
Romania. It takes the form of an extensive survey of the legislation concerning
the status of land property, in an attempt to identify the long term trends in the
reform of agricultural sector. It also proposes a classification of the different
legislative texts which regulated the reforms, in order to offer a useful tool to
the readers interested in this topic.

Rezumat: Datele obtinute la primul recensimant de mare anvergura
din 1912 au aratat ca majoritatea covarsitoare a populatiei inca triia la sat.
Incepind cu secolul al XIX-lea, zona rurali continui si fie consideratd ca cea
mai inapoiatd parte a societatii romanesti devenind astfel subiect al diferitelor
programe de modernizare, cum ar fi reformele agrare. Acest articol abordeaza
subiectul reformelor agrare in Romania secolului al XX-lea printr-un scrutin
extensiv al legislatiei din domeniul proprietdtii funciare, in incercarea de a
identificare tendintele pe termen lung de reformare a sectorului agricol. Scopul
studiului mai este si clasificarea diferitelor texte legislative care au reglat
reforma, in incercarea de a se dovedi un instrument util pentru cercetatorii
acestui domeniu.
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
